e Add at least one experience or project (even if personal or
training-based)

e Adjust the custom LinkedIn URL

Output:

Send a screenshot of the updated profile to the trainer or group.
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Day 3 - Your First Introduction Post + Tone of Voice

& Content creation + personal branding entry point

e Draft a short intro post: who you are, your field, your passion

e Mention joining a new training journey (with TLTD)

e Explore: What tone suits you as a freelancer? Friendly? Formal?
Bold?

e Think: What kind of clients do you want to attract?

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Day 4 — Analyze & Get Inspired by Real Freelancers

Analyze their profile: photo, headline, About section, and posts

Note 5 ideas or observations you like from each

Decide on one element in your own profile to improve

Submit a summary of what inspired you and one profile edit you'll do.
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Day 5 — How to Use LinkedIn as a Freelancer-in-Preparation

& Community, engagement, and next-step readiness

e How to engage: reply to DMs, comment, like, connect wisely
e How to find and follow people in your industry

e Who to message and how (without being spammy)

e Why commenting and responding builds your visibility

¢ Introduction to tools you'll use as a freelancer (Canva, Notion, etc.)

Output:
Comment on 2 posts by professionals in your field + send 2 meaningful

connection requests.
